What’s Happening in our Playrooms
Emerald  0-2 Playroom 
The Emerald room are focusing on developing the babies sensory, communication and language skills. They will also provide opportunities for physical co-ordination and movement. 

Saphire Room 2-3 Playroom are focusing on the story of the Three Little Pigs. Developing re call and language skills learning new “ Sparkle words” to add to their vocabulary.

Diamond Room 3-5 playroom, Focus story is The Hungry Caterpillar. The children will be learning about the life cycle of a butterfly and how things change over time. 

This will support our transition work as our Pre School Children have been visiting their catchment Schools to prepare for their move in August 2026.  Amy and Sharon are leading on Transitions if you wish to discuss your child’s transition visits or anything School transition related.

Glasgow City Council are hosting the Commonwealth Games in July and we have been twinned with Malawi. The children will be learning more about Malawi in the following months. The Schools’ baton relay inspired by the Kings Baton relay will be passed around our Learning Community Nurseries and Schools. Our children will have the opportunity to draw something small on the Schools baton. The baton will be passed around our local Schools on the 1st of April and two children will attend Gowanbank Primary School with staff to await the baton being returned at 2pm.
